A-Grand R and L

Meas.1-8

Beginning right hands, dance two-step to other side of set. Greet partner.

next 8

Continue to original place. (2 two-steps per hand)

B-Single file by couples

Meas. 1-2 |Couple #1 turns to face out ( 1/2 CCW)
3-4 Couple #3 steps behind first couple
5-6 Couple #4 steps behind third couple
7-8 Couple #2 steps behind fourth couple
A-Side Chasse
Meas. 1-2 |All ladies slide to the left and balance (cross free foot over standing foot and
touch to left). All men do the same to the right.
3-4 Repeat meas. 1 - 2 in reverse direction.
5-8 Repeat meas. 1 — 4.

A-Cast off and down the outside

Meas. 1-4 |Partners of couple turn away from each other (man to left, lady to right) and walk

to the bottom of the set, followed by all the others.

5-8 At the bottom of the set, couples join hands and couple #1 leads back up to

place.

B-Rows greet

Meas. 1-2 |All turn toward partner to form 2 lines (men's row facing women's row). Join
hands in rows. Rows go fwd 4 steps

3-4 and back.

5-8 Partners approach each other and turn by the right hand once around to place.

Lower right hand but maintain hold.

Repeat A-Grand right and left

B-Couples single file (couple # 3, 2, 1, 4), (couple # 2, 4, 3, 1), (couple # 4, 1, 2, 3). All the
other parts are as above.

A-Side chasse

A-Cast off and down the outside
